Jazz Technique class will be a Simonson-based warm-up, focusing on placement, alignment, natural opposition and
traditional jazz dance technique so that students can develop the technical basis they need to support their artistic growth.
Jazz classes will focus on the Broadway Jazz style, touching upon the styles and works of Jerome Robbins, Michael Bennett,
Bob Fosse as well as upon the works of contemporary Broadway choreographers such as Andy Blankenbuehler, Wayne
Cilento, Rob Ashford, and more. This class is an opportunity to experience the jazz dance continuum.

Modern Technique will teach a wide range of modern dance techniques and movement vocabularies (strongly influenced
by Horton, Limon, Cunningham, and Graham) to build the technical skills required to work as an articulate, versatile artist.

Ballet Technique classes will combine different traditions of ballet and emphasize placement and movement efficiency.
This class is respectful of the specific needs of the individual dancer and will consist of thorough barre work, followed by
spacious movement exercises, and intricate jumps and turns combinations

Jazz Repertory is an opportunity to combine technical and artistic knowledge into a performance piece. This repertory class
will combine the skills learned from all of the earlier classes and focus on the student’s individual artistry.

Master Class will be geared towards the students needs and can include: specialized jumps and turns class, acting, dance
composition, improvisation, hip hop, b-boying/b-girling, dance history, or salsa. This class is designed to supplement the
student’s regular practice and enhance their knowledge of the dance.
